The City Council of the East Tawakoni reserves the right to adjourn into Executive Session at any time to discuss any of the matters listed below, as authorized by Texas Government Code Sections 551.071 (Consultation with Attorney), 551.072 (Deliberations Regarding Real Property), 551.073 (Deliberations Regarding Prospective Gifts), 551.074(Personnel Matters), 551.076 (Deliberations Regarding Security Devices) and 551.087 (Economic Development). 
MINUTES
Mayor Johnnie LaPrade called the meeting to order at 7pm.

The City Secretary called the roll.  All Council Members were present.

Mayor LaPrade led the pledges to the pledges.

Councilman Gary Reeves gave the invocation.

OLD BUSINESS:
The consent items were considered to be self-explanatory and enacted with one motion.  Pam Patterson made the motion to approve the minutes and the bills as they were presented to council.  Chris Roberts seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Mayor LaPrade administered the Oath of Office to Steven Prock as the new police chief for the City.
The Council was addressed by Lee Swain from Bureau Veritas North American, Inc. (BNVA) concerning handling all City inspections.  Mr. Swain described how the inspection process works.  He noted that all inspectors would be readily identifiable by uniforms and company trucks.  Inspections would be completed usually the next business day after notification of the inspection needed.  If there was ever a case for an emergency inspection they would do their best to get here the same day.  Pam Patterson made the motion to use BNVA as the City’s inspector’s.  Lynn Wallace seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Upon review of a Resolution to cast votes for the Election of the Board of Directions for Rains County Appraisal District for 2018-2019 term, Pam Patterson made a motion to cast all of the City’s votes for Gary Reeves.  David Reeves seconded.  All were in favor with the exception of Gary Reeves who abstained.  Motion carried.
Armando Gonzales addressed the City Council on the Planning and Zoning meeting and discussed the consideration of a proposed amendment to the East Tawakoni Code of Ordinances Section 18, regarding moving buildings and containers into the City.  One of the residents made this proposal, not Planning and Zoning.  He feels we need to address a definition of modular homes which is not in our definitions in our City Codes.  Mr. Gonzales’ recommendation is that the City Council table this amendment, talk to residents on whether the majority feel if the City should allow modular homes in the City.  He also felt that if we ban all buildings and/or homes from being moved into the building we would be shooting ourselves in the foot.  Mike Goodbrake stated he was the resident that moved the home in and he is investing $160,000 into the home and it will be just like a brand new home.  Mr. Gonzales stated an amendment will not just effect one person, but the whole City.  Lisa Goodbrake stated that they would like to be able to move more homes into the area to provide affordable housing to the City of which she felt there is a lack of at this time.  Robin McPeters of the Planning and Zoning Board suggested tabling this recommendation so that Planning and Zoning would have the opportunity to discuss more in detail.  Pam Patterson suggested they look into what other cities in the area allow and that this would give us something more to go by.  Lynn Wallace made the motion to table the item until the January 2018 meeting for further review.  David Rose seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Ben Hart gave the Water Department report.
Steven Prock gave the Police Department report.

David Rose stated the Fire Department computers were down and they were not able to provide a report for the last month.  Mayor LaPrade presented David Rose with the award for Business of the Year to the East Tawakoni Volunteer Fire Department.

Chuck McDermott from Economic Development Board stated he was not able to attend last months meeting and had nothing to report for EDC.  He did state there would be no January 2018 meeting due to the New Years holiday.
Armando Gonzales stated that they had discussed the meeting with Planning and Zoning in prior discussion in regards to Ordinance 18 Building Codes.
Robin McPeters gave the Spirit of East Tawakoni report.  She stated that the Halloween Carnival was a success and the Christmas Parade was very nice and a lot of fun. It was nice to be able to take the parade through Whispering Oaks, Littles Oaks and Rabb Estates this year.  

Bill Moritz discussed HB 1736 – Energy Code Regulations.  He stated that FEC gives rebates and incentives to be energy efficient.  He also stated the City of East Tawakoni uses 2003 Codes at this time and he felt that needed to be updated to the most updated law.  Mayor LaPrade stated that we were would be meeting with our new Building Inspection company and working to get the Codes updated per his recommendation. 
David Rose made the motion to adjourn.  Lynn Wallace seconded.  All were in favor.  Meeting adjourned at 7:55pm.
