MINUTES
Mayor Johnnie LaPrade called the meeting to order at 7pm.

City Secretary Elinka Harper called roll.  All council members were present.

Mayor Johnnie LaPrade led the pledges to the US and Texas flags and gave in invocation.

OLD BUSINESS:   

The consent items were considered to be self-explanatory and enacted with one motion.  Pam Patterson made the motion to approve the items as presented.  Lynn Wallace seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:
The council discussed to cancel the collection services for Municipal warrants with American Municipal Services and enter into a new contract with Linebarger, Goggan, Blair, Sampson, LLP.  Alison Wiley provided a Professional Qualifications handout to all council members and explained how their firm would represent the City in regards to the collections for warrants.  Pam Patterson made the motion to provide American Municipal Services a 30 day notice and switch our contract to Linebarger, Goggan, Blair, Sampson, LLP effective May 1st, 2018.  Chris Roberts seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

A motion was made to deny the taxation of Personal vehicles not used to produce income by Pam Patterson.  Lynn Wallace seconded the motion.  Gary Reeves abstained.  All other Council Members voted to deny.  Motion passed to deny.

Council reviewed and discussed quotes received for garbage services submitted by Gaston Sanitation Service, Southern Sanitation, and Republic Services.  David Gaston attended the council meeting and discussed the services they would be able to provide to the City.  They would not be able to provide service on Monday as the City is serviced currently, but could service any other day. Council discussed which day would be preferable and decided on Tuesday. Lynn Wallace made the motion to have Gaston Sanitation provide a contract and accept their bid with a May 1st start date.  Pam Patterson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Council reviewed and discussed updating City Ordinance Sec 62.31 Fishing from Bridge to include verbiage to add embankments and include the name of Bull Creek Bridge to the Ordinance.  The City would be responsible for ordering the signs to place on the bridge and TxDot would hang the signs at the bridge.  David Rose made the motion that would state Bull Creek Bridge and add embankments to the Ordinance.  Chris Roberts seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Mark Wilkinson gave the Water Report.  Mayor LaPrade announced that Mark Wilkinson is our new Public Works Director.  Mark introduced Dennis Cason as the new Water/Sewer Tech for the Water/Sewer Department.
