MINUTES
Mayor Johnnie LaPrade called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.

City Secretary Elinka Harper call the roll.  All were present.

Mayor LaPrade led the pledges and Gary Reeves gave the Invocation.

The consent items were presented and reviewed.  Pam Patterson made the motion to accept and approve the items presented.  Christ Roberts seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

Mayor LaPrade announced that the City provided an appreciation lunch for the City employees today.  Employees that have worked for the City for over 5 years were presented with certificates for their years of service which included Tammy Dowdy, Rick South, Mark Wilkinson, and Ben Hart.  Adella Atherton was introduced as the new City Water Clerk.  

Valerie Cleveland of Cleveland & Petty Company presented the City audit to the Council.  Ms. Cleveland stated that the City is in really good shape.  We had a clean report and were in a better position than last year.  Her recommendation was to raise the water rates to get to increase our fund balance in case of emergencies and to avoid having to take out further loans in the future.  

Republic Services, Inc. price increase was tabled until next month due to an error on the letter received of notification of the price increase.

Ben Hart gave the water report.  

Chief Rick South gave the Police report.

Terri Rose gave the Fire report.  Mrs. Rose was asked what we would do in an emergency if there was nobody available during the day and we had a fire.  She stated that we would call 911 and they would contact our mutual aid departments in the area.  She also stated that if someone was doing a controlled burn, they should call Rains County dispatch and notify them they are doing this.  There has to be water service available for controlled burns.
Paul Lauder gave the Economic Development report and stated there was nothing to report for this month.
He stated they are working on pulling together demographic information to bring commercial business to this area.
Robin McPeters stated there was nothing to report for Planning & Zoning.  Mayor LaPrade announced that we are seeking an additional member due to a vacancy for the Planning & Zoning board.

Robin McPeters gave the Spirit of East Tawakoni report.  She stated they had appointed new officers.  Mrs. McPeters is President, Cindy Jennings is Vice-President, Sheila Vanderlin is Secretary, and Julie Evans is Treasurer.  The Halloween Carnival is tentatively set for Tuesday, October 31st.  The Christmas Parade has been tentatively set for December 9th.  There are still cookbooks available at City Hall.
The Mayor and council members met with Hayter Engineering in regards to the plans for the new Community Center/Storm Shelter/Library.  Bids will be opened on August 9th at 2pm at City Hall.  Construction will start in October.  Mayor LaPrade spoke to Ronnie Morgan with Rains County Road and Bridge.  She will be going before the Rains County Commissioners Court to help the City with trees and limbers over the road.  Homeowners are responsible for the easements on their properties.  Farmers Electric will trim limbs in the electrical lines.

Mayor Pro-Tem Pam Patterson stated we really appreciate all the hard work that our Water department does for the City and said that if you see them out working ask them if they need water or Gatorade. She stated that you can always drop cases of water off at the Fire Department so they will have it on hand when they are fighting fires.  David Rose also stated that some people may not realize the amount of water they go through with the heat of fighting fires.

Lynn Wallace made the motion to adjourn.  Chris Roberts seconded.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:45pm.
